They were bidding for projects
in China and saw the potential to utilise my work experience
there.

An interview was arranged with the boss’ wife at their Tuas
factory. | did my usual research on the company and sought
out whatever relevant information available on their website.
The day before the interview, a church brother, Kiat Lern (not
yet a pastor then) invited me for coffee. He advised me on
interview preparations and suggested that | look up the
company’s website. | said | did. He further advised that | give
a second look and be thorough in my preparation.

| went home and did that. This time when | clicked on the url
to the website, a never-before-seen webpage with these
words appeared — In God We Trust. | was so encouraged
that on my way to the interview, | was walking with a spring
in my steps. However, there was no fairy tale ending to the
interview. After meeting the boss’ wife, | was referred to the
company’s legal advisor, who in turn arranged for me to
meet the manager who was in charge of bidding for the

China project. Eventually, the company did not clinch the
project and | was not hired.

My mum was a devotee of

morning and evening, SRS | ;. =
mum would chant “keng, ES 'é. ) 4
keng, keng...” and bow =% ",@f" :
down to worship her god
(chor-su).

As a family, we would worship together. We would follow
her to kneel down to pay respect and “bai bai” our late father.
Mum was the “priestess” (Jfi{#) in charge-of the “chor-su
tua”™. She had never been to school, but was able to chant
smoothly through the two prayer books on the altar table!
She was very dedicated to her god (Z /A0 = BT
¥, BRFubpI%E). Sometimes, she would sit upright in front
of the altar and meditate through the night and in the
morning; she would carry out the house work as usual. She
took care of her husband and six children, including cooking
four meals a day! It certainly was not easy for her
considering that there were no gas stove, no rice cooker and
no washing machine in those days of her time!

Five times a year, when it was one of the god’s birthday,
there would be a big sacrifice offering (5t / Z%) of chicken,

duck, goose and even pig! On such occasions, mum would

carry out her chants “keng, keng, keng...” along with many
prayers.

During those years of chanting and meditating, she had the
ability to see with her “third eye” on things in the spiritual
realm. She also had the ability and power to heal the sick.
Mum had a heart of gold as she often used her spiritual
ability to do good to help others (7).

When | shared the gospel with her, she would say, “chor-su’

is so good to me, how can | worship another god?”

When mum was 63 years old, she had this “foreboding” that
she would not live pass the age of 64. She consulted
Singapore’s two famous fortune tellers and they also
confirmed her intuition and told her to be prepared. So she
started to prepare for her funeral. She ordered 7 pieces of
‘siu-yi’ (F7<) and even her ‘toa-chu’ (X JZ / coffin). She
gave instructions on the role which was expected from each
of her children for the funeral rite. She went into great details
like her son-in-law was to engage ‘ang-mo-lo-kor’ (musical
band), etc.

My mum was staying with my eldest brother. My sister-in-
law was very troubled by mum’s daily and constant talk
about her own funeral preparations. She asked that | speak
to mum and | did. | said to her, “Mum, you are preparing your
own funeral in a grand manner but have you prepared the
place or know where your spirit would be?” [F&, 4R H{REY

REXHEENESRE, RUTAARNRBEREBER
HEWR? ] | remembered that she scolded me very angrily,

which she never did before. | went home and cried, not
because of my mum’s scolding but for the salvation of her
soul. | prayed, “Lord, the devil wanted her to be in hell. Lord,
only You can save her. Lord, have mercy and save my
mother!”

10 Years Later

10 years later and on a particular day, my mum came alone
to visit me which was unusual. Being very traditional, (=M

PO{&E), she would usually visit her sons alone but visits to her
daughters would always be in the company of one of my
